- WHERE CAN I PURCHASE EUROS? 
 

Guests may purchase EUROS at the Base Financial Management office, 
Banco de Santander or a the NEXMART located in building 107. 

- ATM SERVICE 
 

There are two locations on base with automatic teller machines. 
In building 106, North entrance, there is one machine.  
In the BBVA bank located in the North corner of building 541 
(between Gas Station and School), there is another one. 
Both of them are available 24/7 for transactions in EUROS. 
They are linked to CIRRUS and various major credit card accounts. 
However, not all debit cards will work with these machines, please read 
the sign on each machine.  

- WHAT ABOUT RATIONED ITEMS? 
 

To purchase alcohol and cigarettes, you must have a ration card or your 
orders stamped.  If you are PCS in, the 496 ABS Orderly Room, Bldg 
106, will provide you with a ration card.  If you are TDY from outside 
Spain, the reception desk staff will stamp a copy of your orders so that 
you may purchase rationed items.  Some sundry items are available at 
the front desk. 

- PETS  
   

Pets are permitted in designated “Pet Friendly” room only.  There are 
several kennels in the local area. See the kennel listing in the Lodging 
Info section of the binder for information on these facilities.  
 
The lodging manager retains the authority to determine the number 
and type of pets allowed per unit, termination of stay for failure to 
remove aggressive or unruly pets and any additional charges for pet 
damages.  (AFMAN34-135 3.18.5) 
Guests may be charged a cleaning fee based on expenses incurred to 
return the room to available inventory for violating the non-pet policy 
in non-pet friendly rooms. (AFMAN34-135 3.5.2.1 ) 
 
- SMOKERS AND NONSMOKERS 
 

For your convenience and comfort, all guest rooms and common use 
areas are non-smoking. Smoking is  permitted on the patio area of the 
Andaluz Lounge.   
A cleaning fee of $150.00 per day will be added to your bill if you 
smoke in your quarters based on expenses incurred to return the 
room to available inventory. Guest who violates this policy are subject 
to eviction as determined by lodging manager. (AFMAN34-135 3.5.1) 
 
- WEAPONS 
 

Weapons and ammunition are not permitted in quarters. For storage of 
weapons or ammunition, contact the Security Forces at 722-8115.

3.  Reimburse lodging for damage beyond fair wear and tear, and for missing government property caused by abuse or 
negligence on their part or by their guests. (AFMAN34-135 , 3.5.4) 

  
4.  Obtain appropriate care for their pets when pet units are not available.  Pets are only authorized in “Pet Friendly” tran-
sient lodging facilities. (AFMAN34-135 , 3.18 ) 
  
5.  Visitors are not permitted to remain in guest rooms overnight. All family members must be properly registered at the 
front desk. 
  
6.  Guest must not depart their rooms unless properly dressed, which includes shoes or sandals, shirt/T-shirt and pants/
shorts.  Bathrobes and/or sleeping attire are not acceptable outside your room except in case of emergency. 
 
7.  Parents are responsible for the behavior of their children.  The hallways, kitchens, dayrooms and lobby areas are not 
playgrounds.  
  
8.  Pornographic, offensive or inflammatory material, which would be considered of bad taste by the general public, will 
not be displayed in guest rooms. 
  
9.  Do not remove any government property from rooms or facility without the consent of the Lodging Manager. 

  
10. Local and Federal smoking policies are in effect. There will be no smoking within 50ft. of any exterior exit. The only 
designated smoking area for the Hotel Frontera is marked outside. If you must smoke, please dispose of your cigarette 
butts properly. 

 
 OCCUPANT RESPONSIBILITIES & HOUSE RULES 
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ROOM TIDY POLICY 
 

1. It is our desire to provide clean comfortable environmentally safe rooms for our Air Force guest. In order for us to be able to do that, 
we require a little cooperation on the part of our guest. 
 

2. It is important to maintain a reasonable daily standard of living in our rooms. This is important not only for the comfort of our cur-
rent guest, but to be able to provide continual quality service to our future guests as well.  
 

3. Our housekeepers are required to vacuum every day. In order for them to vacuum the floor, it needs to be as free of personal items 
as much as possible. They are not authorized to move such items to vacuum. It is our guest’s responsibility to keep clothing and other 
personal items stored on the floor to a minimum and free of clutter. Management reserves the right to determine what excessive clutter 
is. 
 

4. The same applies to the bed.  In order for the housekeepers to make your bed daily, it must not have any clothing or personal be-
longings preventing them from doing so. 
 

5. Your cooperation and team work will be greatly appreciated. Please drop by the General Manager’s office during business hours if 
you have any questions or wish to discuss further. 
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FIRE AND SAFETY 
 
Your comfort and safety are our top priorities! Please familiarize  yourself with the location of the 
nearest fire exit stairway. In the event of a fire, please move quickly, but calmly, to the nearest exit. It 
is mandatory that all fire or smoke incidents be reported to the fire department. Please call the Front 
Desk “101”and the Fire Department at 9*117 
 
Please help us by observing the following guidelines: 

 
• Smoking is not allowed in any facility; please do not smoke in your room.  
 
•  Please do not store flammable liquids in your room. 
 
• Do not touch  or tamper with the smoke detectors in the living area or bedrooms. If your smoke detector is 

activating for no apparent reason or beeping indicting low battery. Please contact the front desk. 
 
• Do not tamper with the fire extinguisher. 
 
• Please do not put hot irons, coffee makers in cabinet storage until they have cooled. 
 
• Please do not overload electrical circuits. 
 
• Microwaves and Coffee Pots are provided in all rooms for your convenience.   
 
• The use of hot plates is strictly prohibited  
 
• Charcoal grills are not allowed within 15 feet of the building. Grills are provided in Lodging Pavilion Area for your 

convenience.

• Before coming into Andalusia/Spain, your pet should meet a series of sanitary and identification requirements, 
which may vary according to the country of origin.

GEOGRAPHY 

Spain is located at the Iberian Peninsula, of which it occupies approximately 80% (the remaining 20% is occupied by 
Portugal), in the southwest of Europe.  In the North, Spain borders on France and Andorra, with the Pyrenees as a natural 
frontier.  Additionally, the Balearic Islands (Mallorca, Menorca and Ibiza) in the Mediterranean Sea, Canary Islands in 
the Atlantic Ocean close to the Moroccan coast, and the towns of Ceuta and Melilla, located in Northern Africa are 
Spanish territories.  Five large breathtaking mountain ranges cross the Spanish landmass, while a variety of landscapes, 
from fertile green fields to desert-like plains, compliment their breathtaking peaks.  Spain is the 3rd largest country in 
Europe with an estimated 40.1 million (July 2002 est.) people, the 5th in population.

CLIMATE 
Generally, the summers are clear, dry and very hot, 100 to 120 degrees Fahrenheit, with almost no rain between April 
and September. Winters are cool and rainy; rarely does the temperature drop below 32 degrees Fahrenheit. Occasional 
frosty mornings are followed by pleasant days with midday temperatures from 55 to 75 degrees Fahrenheit. Don’t be 
fooled; coats are needed in the winter just as are swimsuits and strong sunscreen are in the summer.

Andalusia is on Central European Time (CET), or Central European Summer Time (CEST) during the 
summer months, i.e. Greenwich Mean Time (GMT) +1 in winter and GMT+2 in summer. 
 
Mealtimes tend to be a little later in Spain than in the rest of Europe: breakfast is continental style and is 
usually eaten between 8am and 10.30am. In restaurants, lunch is served between 1pm and 3.30pm, and 
dinner from 8.30 to 11pm. In any case, the majority of tourist establishments adapt their opening times 
to the European norm, and, in practice, it is normal for cafés and bars to offer all-day service, with tapas, 

combo dishes, baguettes and "raciones" (dishes to share) available at any time.  
 
Opening times for shops is 10am-2pm in the morning and 5-8/9pm in the afternoon. Department stores are open continu-
ously 10am-9/10pm. Shops and shopping centres open on Saturday mornings, although in larger cities it is becoming 
more and more common to see them open on Saturday afternoons and even on some Sundays and public holidays. It is 
worth mentioning that bars and nightclubs usually remain open until 3 or 4am at weekends.  
 
Pharmacies  open during normal shopping hours, although in larger cities it is becoming more common to find 24-hour 
harmacies. In any case, outside normal opening times there are specific duty chemists open all night. There are lists 
showing duty pharmacies for the night placed in the doorway of all pharmacies in a town.  
 
Museums and monuments are usually open all day and often close one day during the week, given that they tend to stay 
open on Saturdays, Sundays and public holidays.  
 
Main Post Offices are usually open non-stop 8.30am-8.30pm Monday-Friday, and 9.30am-2pm on Saturdays, closing on 
Sundays and public holidays. Opening times for other Post Offices vary according to the type of office and where it is. 
Stamps can also be purchased in "estancos" (licensed tobacco shops).

• In Andalusia/Spain we use the Metric (Decimal) Sys-
tem, with 7 basic units of measurement. This is also known 
as the International Unit System (SI), and governs all units 
of weight, measurement and distance. 
 
• Tapas, a real institution in Andalusia. They are small 
appetisers which where originally served to cover ("tapar" 
– hence the name) glasses, thus avoiding dust getting into 
the drink. They are served in bars, cafés and restaurants, 
and are sometimes included in the price of the drink. 
"Raciones" are plates of one thing, larger than tapas. 
 
• When paying for bars, cafés, restaurants, hotels and tax-
is, it is common to leave a tip, in addition to the bill, or to 
round the total up, as long as you are satisfied with the ser-
vice. 
 
• Although Catholic churches predominate in Spain, in 
large cities there are also places of worship from other reli-
gions, such as mosques, protestant churches, evangelical        
        churches, Buddhist centres, Jehovah’s 
witnesses’ chapels, etc. For more information on this sub-
ject you should contact your religious community, either at 
home or at your         destination. 
 
• Although drinking bottled water is common in some 
coastal areas, the supply of safe drinking water from the tap 
is guaranteed throughout Andalusia. 
 
• Value Added Tax, commonly abbreviated as IVA, this is 
a tax levied by various European countries and added to the 
price of most merchandise and services.  In Spain, the 
standard rate is 16%. Children’s clothes, books, groceries 
and transportation are exempt.

FIESTAS AND FOLKLORE 
Best known among Spain's folkloristic traditions are certainly flamenco and bullfights. 
Bullfights you will find indeed throughout the country, with the most popular event per-
haps being the "Running of Bulls" during the Sanfermines in Pamplona. But bullfights are 
part and parcel of any fiesta. 
 
Flamenco, on the other hand, is the musical tradition in the country's south, in particular in 
Andalusia. That is where you have to move to see and listen first rate dancing and guitar 
playing. In April this takes place at the Feria de April, in Seville, an entire week of sing-
ing and dancing and trying that great sherry wine, those delicious tasty snacks called 
"Tapas". 

 
Another most popular event of religious origin is El Rocio, a traditional pilgimship to the village El Rocio in the prov-
ince of Huelva, in May. Follow the thousands who travel there each year. 
 
Another outstanding Fiesta are “Las Fallas de San Jose” in Valencia, in March, when the entire city becomes the scen-
ery of an enormous party with lots of good mood and excellent fireworks. 
 
A wild week can be had in San Sebastian during February, when La Tamburrada takes place. 
 
Madrid has its Fiesta, "San Isidro", in May. If you like bullfights, don't miss it.

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POINTS TO REMEMBER 
 

• The maximum speed limit for any vehicle is 120 kph, with lower limits on certain roads. You should always respect 
speed limits in each case.

ORGANIZATION, MISSION & HISTORY OF MORÓN AB 

In April 1960, Morón Air Base was officially placed under the 
command of Colonel Henry C. Godman.         Brown-Raymond
-Walsh were the contract representatives and responsible for the 
base from the initial date of construction until this ceremony. 
Morón continued to operate primarily as a "Reflex" base until 
29 April 1962, when the first Chrome Dome KC-135 aircraft 
arrived. Two days later, the first fueling sortie was generated. 
On 3 April 1963 the last B-47 aircraft departed Morón. On 26 
September 1963 the US Spanish bilateral   agreement was ex-
tended for five additional years. 
 
On 15 April 1966, the mission of Sixteenth Air Force and 
Morón Air Base transferred from SAC to United States Air 
Forces Europe (USAFE). The mission changed to communica-
tions support, "fair weather" flying          operations of Tempo-
rary Duty (TDY) RF-4 and RF-101 reconnaissance units and 
the support of air rescue    operations provided by the 67 
ARRS. 

 
In 1969, the USAFE Programming Plan 4406-09 (REDCOSTE) 
directed a mission change for Morón Air Base to that of a 
Standby Dispersal Base (SDB). The host unit, the 7473rd Com-
bat Support Group, became the 7473rd Combat Support Squad-
ron (CSS) with a  reduction of military personnel to approxi-
mately 400 members. In addition, TDY flying activities were       
curtailed and replaced by occasional exercise flying.  

1960-1969 1953-1959 

Morón Air Base is located in southern Spain approximately 35 
miles southeast of the city of Sevilla and 75 miles northeast of 
Rota Naval Station. Negotiations for bases in Spain were con-
ducted between June 1951 and September 1953 under the direc-
tion of a Joint United States Military Group, commanded by 
Major General A. W. Kissner. The negotiations were concluded 
with the establishment of the Spanish-American air bases,     
including Morón Air Base, via a 10 year agreement   between 
the US and Spanish Governments. The       negotiations were 
formalized with the signature of    Ambassador Dunn of the 
United States on 26          September 1953.  

 
Construction of Morón Air Base, under the field direction of the 
Bureau of Yards and Docks, continued for three years. On 1 
June 1957, the 3973rd Air Base Group at Morón Air Base was 
formally activated as part of      Sixteenth Air Force assigned to 
the Strategic Air     Command (SAC). 
 
On 13 May 1958, the first flight of B-47s were assigned to 
Morón Air Base to conduct Reflex operations, and 6 weeks 
later the first rotational fighter squadron, F-100s from George 
AFB, CA, arrived for temporary duty to conduct air defense 
alert.  Of note, Major Chuck Yeager (Retired Brig General, 
USAF) was assigned to Moron with the fighter unit.

ORGANIZATION AND MISSION 
 

The 496th Air Base Squadron is the USAFE host organization at Moron Air Base. The mission is to provide expeditionary com-
bat support while assuring the finest quality of life for Team Morón and transiting forces. The 496th Air Base Squadron does this 
by operating and maintaining a key strategic airhead in a high state of readiness to receive on short notice forces in support of 
United Nations, NATO, and US contingency and exercise operations. There are no USAF aircraft stationed at Moron Air Base.  
 
The Squadron provides oversight of contractor personnel who actually maintain the base and provide services through the Spanish 
Base Maintenance Contract. Additionally, Moron Air Base receives forces and fully activates as a NASA Transoceanic Abort 
Landing site for space shuttle launches. 
 



 

 

1970-1979 
 
Phase-down activities were complete in early 1971. In Novem-
ber 1971, Morón Air Base was re-designated to a "modified 
caretaker status." Torrejon Air Base was designated as the Pri-
mary Support Base (PSB) with support services to start in April 
1972. Military personnel were reduced to a staff of approxi-
mately 100 members of the 7473 CSS. All flying activity was 
halted except for occasional exercises. Civil Engineering,  
Supply, and Transportation functions were contracted under the 
Spain Base Maintenance Contract (SBMC), which became  
operational in July 1972. 
 
In February 1976, congressional action known as the "Nunn 
Amendment" identified reductions and realignments, and con-
tracting of most military authorizations at Morón Air Base.  
Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD) approval followed in 
April 1976, and USAFE was directed to implement these     
reductions. The 7473 CSS was deactivated on 31 May 1976, 
and OL-A, 401 TFW was established on 1 June 1976. Further 
reorganization took place when OL-A, 401 TFW was            
deactivated on 31 July 1976, and Detachment 2, 401 TFW was 
established on 1 August 1976. USAFE/XP letter dated 16    
August 1976, Subject P 
rogram Guidance Letter 
Morón Air Base Standby De-
ployment Base (SDB), imple-
mented reduction actions and 
expansion of the Base Mainte-
nance Contract (BMC) to in-
clude Civil Engineering, Ser-
vices, Transportation, Supply, 
Housing Supply, Fuels, AGE 
Maintenance, Fire Protection 
and Administration. In Sep-
tember 1976, the Treaty of 
Friendship and Cooperation 
between Spain and the United 
States became effective and 
reconfirmed the standby status 
of Morón Air Base. By Sep-
tember 1977, all phase down 
actions were completed and the base military, civilian, contrac-
tor and tenant population stabilized at 400, consisting of more 
than 300 contractor personnel and approximately 30 Det. 2, 401 
TFW personnel. 
 
On 19 March 1979, HQ USAFE directed, through the BMC 
Executive Committee, that a 25 percent reduction in the       
contractor work force be considered, resulting in a modification 
to the BMC known as "MOD 89." Contractor manning was 
reduced to about 220 personnel by the beginning of 1980.  

1980-1989 
  

Detachment 2 personnel authorizations fell to 20 during the 
same period. The new contract specified further reductions in 
conjunction with increased contractor productivity. The first 
round of reductions was completed in December 1980, and  
contractor authorized personnel dropped to 198 while Det 2 
authorized manpower was reduced to 14. The second round of 
reductions in April 1982, decreased contract manning to 178 
assigned personnel. The standby mission of the base continued, 
although standards of facility maintenance were reduced in  
conjunction with the shrinking work force. During calendar 
years 1982 and 1983, there were minor work scope increases to 
the BMC, which resulted in a slight increase of contracting 
manning. Det 2, 401 TFW also gained two additional              
authorizations. 
 
The 14 May 1983 US Spanish bilateral Agreement of           
Friendship, Defense and Cooperation authorized the United 
States to station up to 15 tanker aircraft at Morón Air Base. A 
manpower change request was developed to increase blue-suit 
manning, based on the tanker task force and the increased War 
Reserve Materiel (WRM) requirements. The Morón Air Base 

work force, including all mili-
tary, civilian, contractor and 
tenant personnel, was          
approximately 300 personnel. 
 
In 1983, Morón Air Base be-
gan hosting multiple exercises 
and has since developed into a 
major peacetime staging base. 
During FY 86, Morón Air 
Base hosted over 4,000 TDY 
personnel from all services 
and had active flying missions 
for over 180 days of the year. 
 
In 1984, Morón became a 
NASA Space Shuttle             
Transoceanic Abort Landing 
Site. Since that time, Morón 
and NASA have developed a 

lasting partnership in service to Shuttle ventures. 
In March 1984, the National Aeronautics and Space                 
Administration (NASA) as a Transoceanic Abort Landing 
(TAL) site for the space shuttle program selected Morón Air 
Base. Special navigation and landing aids are in place, and per-
sonnel are highly trained to recover landing of the orbiter vehi-
cle. Major enhancements were completed in 1986, and included 
the permanent installation of a Microwave Landing System. 
Morón Air Base is the only TAL site in the world situated to 
support high, mid, and low inclination launches. For this rea-
son, Morón Air Base activates for almost all space shuttle 
launches. 
 
On 1 November 1989, Det 2, 401 TFW became the 7120th Air 
Base Flight under 16th Air Force.  
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1990-1999 
  
In August 1990, SAC deployed 22 KC-135 and KC-10 tankers 
to support Operation DESERT SHIELD. In January 1991, SAC 
changed Morón Air Base from refueling to bomber operations 
for DESERT STORM. The 801st Bomb Wing (Provisional) at 
Morón Air Base consisted of 24 B-52s, 3 KC-135s and over 
2,800 personnel. This was the largest deployed bomber wing 
during the war.  The 801st was under the command of Colonel 
Ronald C. Marcotte, now a Lieutenant     General in command 
of Air Mobility Command, Scott AFB, Illinois.  
 
On 1 June 1993, the 7120th Air Base Flight was re-designated 
the 712th Air Base Flight. 
 
The 1994 military reductions in Europe resulted in Morón Air 
Base picking up a regional responsibility for providing support 
to designated USAF units in Spain, Italy, and Greece with the 
draw down of USAFE units at Torrejon AB, Spain, San Vito 
AS, Italy and Iraklion AS, Greece. Along with the increased 
responsibility came a new unit    designation. The 712th Air 
Base Flight became the 496th Air Base dron on 1 July 1994, 
under the newly formed 616th Regional Support Group located 
at Aviano Air Base, Italy. 
 
In NATO terms, Morón Air Base remained a standby base, but 
a 14 Dec 95, HQ USAFE/XP message re-designated Morón Air 
Base as a limited base. This designation recognizes that Morón 
Air Base is "austerely manned" and "has no permanently as-
signed operational tactical forces," but does have "facilities for 
communications, air traffic control navigational aids, mainte-
nance, base supply, billeting, recreation, messing, transporta-
tion, and operational support." 
 
In 1996, the base was the staging area for more than 30 contin-
gency missions, including relief operations in Africa and more 
than a dozen fighter refueling operations.  
In 1997, Morón welcomed the addition of a 15 person AF-
SPACECOM Space Surveillance Unit - detached from the 18 
SPSS at Edwards AFB, California. The unit operates and elec-
tro-optical telescope under the direction of USSPACECOM in 
Colorado Springs, Colorado. 
 
In February 1999 Morón became the home of the 92nd AEW - 
tasked with providing fuel to OPERATION ALLIED FORCE. 
In addition to serving as the HQ 92nd AEW (serving units in 
France, Crete, Sicily and Spain), Morón hosted 37 tankers (KC-
135 and KC-10) and 800 personnel.  The 92nd AEW became 
the largest Tanker Wing since the Vietnam War, while Morón 
held the distinction of being the largest tanker base during the 
Kosovo war.  The 92nd AEW was commanded by Col Vern M. 
Findley -- now a Brigadier General in command of the 437th 
Airlift Wing in Charleston AFB, South Carolina.  
 
On 12 Oct 1999 more than 60 people and four KC-135Rs de-
ployed to provide the backbone of support to the initial air ex-
peditionary force.  

2000-PRESENT 
 

 
Since January 2000, Morón's mission has matured to make the 
base a critical link in supporting the rotation of Aerospace Ex-
peditionary Forces (AEF) -- deployed in EUCOM and CENT-
COM Areas of     Responsibilities.  Tanker Task Forces (KC-
135 and KC-10), Fighter Units from the Air Force and Marine 
Corps, and airlifters (C-141,       C-17 and C-5s) use Morón as a 
staging base for AEF operations.  The base also frequently wel-
comes rotating US Army personnel.    
 
 
Morón staffing swells during these operations with temporary 
duty personnel (known as Expeditionary Combat Support) sup-
plementing the contract, civilian and active-duty personnel.  In 
the past, active-duty personnel filled the temporary duty slots.  
However now the slots are almost entirely with Air Reserve 
Component personnel, making Morón one of the largest users 
of ARC personnel in Europe.   In conjunction with efforts and 
guidance from 38th CSW, 16th AF, HQ USAFE and HQ AMC, 
Morón has forged a lasting partnership with the Air Reserve 
Command, located at Warner-Robins AFB, Georgia.   
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
